See diagrams for
swing radius.

» Adrain valve should be provided in the riser pipe which supplies the monitor. The riser should be drained immediately after each
use during cold weather to prevent freezing and possible damage.

* The CROSSFIRE monitor has an automatic drain. If this drain has been deactivated, the monitor must be drained by lowering the
nozzle below horizontal.

» Use pipe thread sealant on the riser pipe threads when installing the XFF-APL. When installing the bolted flanges, use the supplied
ring gasket.
